If it hasn't snowed for
2/3 days, it is better to
stay away from the most
popular sites. We will use
ski touring equipment to
find better conditions in
virgin areas. Depending
on your physical
condition, these outings
can involve between 300
and 800 m of ascent...
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What equipment to use?

We therefore
recommend skis with a

90-105 mm wide, equipped

with low-tech touring.

PROGRAM

Our frips are based on 7 days of
freeride, backcountry and off-
piste skiing. In search of
Hokkaidd's famous powder snow,
we will be able to adapt to the
conditions. Accommodation will
be booked a few days before our
departure to guarantee you the
best snow conditions.

Two main locations:

NISEKO - Located in the south of
the island, this is the largest ski
resort in Hokkaidd and offers a
1,000 metre vertical drop. Other
major sites such as Rusutsu and
Mount Yotei are within an hour's
drive.

FURANO - Located in the north
of the island, it is a strategic
location from which to explore
various places such as
Furanodake, Tokashidake and
Asahidake.
